                                     Safeguarding     
 
Returning to school after six weeks or joining school for the first time 
can be quite daunting for some children (and parents). Ask your child 
how they are feeling and talk to them about their return to school. Even 
if your child doesn’t seem too worried, it’s important to ask how they 
feel about school. 
If they are worried, ask them what they feel anxious about. It’s easier for 
you to support them if they have a particular concern. Reassure them it’s 
OK to have these worries and praise them for sharing them with you.  
If you have concerns, always speak to the class teacher, who will always 
be happy to discuss things with you. Remember, teachers are available 
for an informal chat on the playground at the end of the day.
